The Pacific Northwest region encompasses Washington, Oregon, Idaho, Montana, British Columbia, and Alaska, and represents varied types of weather and terrain.

The Cascade mountain range runs through the great Northwest, and divides the region neatly into two types of climate: wet and mild on the western side of the mountains, and dry and harsh on the eastern side.
