[image: image1.wmf]The Wrapping Style option called Through in the Format Picture dialog box is for making text come very, very near to a graphic when it wraps around the graphic. To test this option, right-click on a toolbar and choose Picture to bring the Picture toolbar onscreen. Then click the Text Wrapping button and choose Edit Wrap Points from the shortcut menu to make wrap points appear around the graphic. Move the pointer over the wrap points and drag them inward, away from the text. By dragging them inward, you allow the text to get closer to the graphic. 
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
