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Abstract-Humanly one inspector can issue 15-20 licenses per day. But in urban districts, each one of them issues at least 70-80 licenses. So, one can easily make out how the norms get bypassed. The officers are also in a fix since many states have fixed the time frame for issuing learners licenses and the official concerned can be penalized if he fails to either issue them or rejects the application showing a valid reason," a Union road transport ministry official said. The driving license is the official document which authorizes its holder to operate various types of motor vehicle on highways and some other roads to which the public have access. In India, the minimum driving age for a car or van is 18 while a moped or restricted-power motorcycle can be ridden at 16. Anyone receiving Disability Living Allowance at the higher rate (mobility component) may drive a car or van from the age of 18. But Driving License is not issued in Legal Process. In order to prevent this, our project discusses the Automatic Driving License Issuing system. The Methodology used is Embedded System and Wireless Technology. In this System License is issued after completing the Total Verification process which will total legal Process. We are using CC2500 module which act as mediator between two systems. Embedded System (8051uc) is used for Automation .This system provides the fully automatic function and security. It is convenient to human being. We are using card identification technology in the project. In this card user data will be provided. In these system there are 3 stages 1st stage is user section, 2nd RTO section and 3rd is bike section.
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
